PREFERENCE to first descendants of enrolled Southern Ute Tribal Members.  This means that 
eligible first descendants who apply will receive hunting permits prior to others being entered into the 
draw.  For example, if 20 first descendant hunters request permits from the 60-permit allocation for 
the Archuleta Unit, there will only be 40 permits available in that draw. This will impact your draw 
odds, although at this time we do not know by how much. Please keep this in mind when deciding 
whether to apply for this hunt. 
 
Other Important Information: Non-refundable application fees must be accompanied by applications! For 
example, if you are paying for 3 people’s application fees, please submit 3 separate applications along with the 
check or money order.  Please do not send in one application with a payment that includes others’ application 
fees.
